Regression to an NDE.

Many people have been hypnotically regressed to different events in their life which they will describe in great detail even though they cannot consciously remember these events.

Regression has been used to find the source of a phobia in a forgotten childhood trauma. For example someone with a fear of water had nearly drowned as a young child.

Thousands of people have been regressed even further to before they were born and even further to a previous death.

These people describe leaving their body, moving through a tunnel to a bright light, meeting others, and evaluating the life they had just lived.

In other words an NDE ‑ except the person does not come back to their body.

At some point most begin to think about living another life. This often involves a range of choices including:

· into which race and culture to be born

· whether to be born now or in some future time

· what sex body to choose

· which family, parents, brothers, sisters to choose

Most say they want to be born for one or more of the following reasons:

· to experience something ‑ such as being a mother, a father, prosperity, poverty ...

· to use their talents to help others builder, artist, musician, healer, teacher ...

· to learn to live loving and peaceful relationships

· to learn something such as courage, humility, compassion, love...

· to be a part of the spiritual awakening predicted for the end of the century.

Most joined the foetus a few months after conception and some were able to telepathically communicate their name to the mother.

For a few the after-death experience was confusing. People who died while on drugs or drunk sometimes took a while to realise they had died and wandered around aimlessly. Those who felt very guilty about something they had done, suicide for example, may spend their time following people they knew asking them for forgiveness. Such individuals were assisted by beings of light to come to terms with their situation.
