· Listen to your body ‑ restlessness could be a sign of the need for change and deeper awareness.

· Think about the normal everyday things that sometimes strike you with unusual emphasis.

· Know that your life has a purpose and that the universe can guide you towards fulfilling that purpose.

Because you are part of the universe it will respond to your individual needs and questions.

· Be clear about what is meaningful for you.

· Think often about the precise questions you would like answered and then look for the answers in coincidences.
